
The centre of almost every galaxy contains a supermassive black hole, but the processes which grow its mass are still largely mysterious. 

I review some recent ideas, and ask if there are limits to this growth. 

The energy released in black hole growth is far greater than the binding energy of the host galaxy’s central bulge, 

and I discuss how this affects the coevolution of the hole and its host.
